If possible, set the Green Bin out the morning of collection day by
6 a.m., not the night before.

Protect Your Bin - Bring It In.
Store the Green Bin in a garage or shed - or place it against an
outside wall - to protect it from snow, ice and extreme temperatures.

Don't Bank On It!

Snowbanks can make it harder to set out the Green Bin. Be sure to
place the Green Bin on a cleared, level area on your property along
the street— never on top of snowbanks. Remember: always try to use
Park-Point-Space.
