Yard Waste Collection

Basic Collection Requirements:

All areas will receive TWO (2) yard waste pick ups per
month indicated by the yard waste bag (symbol).
Please place your yard waste out the NIGHT BEFORE
your scheduled collection day.

Area 1: April 19 to November 29

Area 2 & 3: April 26 to December 6 Areat  Areas

If you must place grass clippings out, put them in
garbage pails. Do NOT use plastic bags.

Grass clippings will only be collected from April to
December on your scheduled yard waste collection day.
Grass clippings placed out for regular garbage collection
will NOT be picked up.

No Plastic Bags for Yard Waste!

The only ACCEPTABLE CONTAINERS
for Yard Waste are:

e Paper Yard Waste Bags
e Cardboard Boxes
e Garbage Cans/ Pails

Yard Waste Preparation:

Christmas Tree Recycling

Natural Christmas trees do not go by the road or in the garbage.
Christmas trees can be dropped fromm December 25 to January

31 at: Comber Community Centre, Centennial Park, Leffler Park,
Shanahan Park, and Libro Community Centre. These locations
are not for dropping off normal garbage or yard waste, only trees.




Missed Garbage Collections

Missed collections are upsetting, but there is usually a reason
why material was not collected as expected.

To ensure your materials are collected, please ensure they are:

In acceptable containers

Out the NIGHT BEFORE your collection day

Within the weight limit of 20 kg (45 lbs)

Not hidden behind a vehicle, snow bank, or other obstruction

Free of prohibited content (e.g. hazardous or construction/renovation waste)

Other reasons for missed collections are:

Holidays, please see calendar for updated dates

Unacceptable containers, i.e. plastic shopping bags

Not scheduled for collection that particular day

Non-collectible waste i.e. computer equipment, televisions, renovation
debris, animal waste, paint, medical waste, tires, concrete, appliances
and metal items.

If an item is not collected for reasons other than the above, please contact
Lakeshore at 519-728-2700. Please do not leave uncollected material at the
curb while you are resolving the problem.
